STAINFORTH CEMETERY – RULES & REGULATIONS.

1.
The Cemetery will be open to the public as follows:


October – March
8.00 a.m. – 4.00 p.m.


April – September
8.00 a.m –  7.00 p.m. from 4.4.2011.
2.
The Council reserves the right to close the Cemetery or to limit the entry of persons thereto at any time, without notice.

3. The Cemetery Office will be open from 8.00 a.m. to 4.00 p.m. from Monday to Thursday, 3.30 on Friday The Cemetery Office will be closed on Saturdays and Sundays.

4.
Children under ordinary school leaving age will not be allowed in the Cemetery unless in the care of a responsible adult.

5.
Dogs, other than dogs for the disabled, (i.e. guide dogs for the blind, hearing dogs for the deaf) will not be allowed in the Cemetery.

6.
Bicycles must be left in the stands provided at the entrance.

7.
Only undertakers’ cars and those of mourners accompanying a funeral will be admitted to the Cemetery.   Other vehicles will not be admitted without the special consent of Cemetery staff.

8.
All funerals must take place between the hours of 9.30 a.m. and 2.30 p.m.

9.
The selection of any grave space shall be with the approval of the Town Council and consistent with their general plan.

10.
All fees must be paid at the Cemetery at the time of ordering and before any work is carried out.

11.
Shrubs or plants must not be planted on any grave not surrounded by a kerb since 13.5.1958, and where a lawned plot has been created.

12.
No grave or vault shall be raised by turfing or any other manner above the level of the immediately adjoining ground.

13.
As soon as convenient after the funeral, the Town Council shall sow grass seed or turf over the whole of the grave and thereafter no person other than the duly authorised servants of the Town Council shall interfere with or alter the grassed area of the grave unless a special request is submitted to the Town Council for its consideration (and only in the first two years after interment).

Memorial stones shall be erected vertically with a ground anchor system on the outer edge of the unturfed plot at the head of the grave and shall not exceed 3’6” in height measured from the ground, nor 3’ width and shall be in a position approved by Cemetery staff. Plinth sizes for cremation headstones must not exceed 2’x2’ and for graves must not exceed 3’x2’ additional headstones are not permitted on full graves in particular where cremated remains have been added. Future additional interments are to be marked by screw on plaques on the headstone or if insufficient space on the base or placed in the Garden of Remembrance. 

           Tilted cremation stones must not exceed 2’x2’x9’’ ( overall height of 9’’) 

            from ground level.

            Any future 3’x2’ flagstones must be reinforced.

15.
Only one vase or pot will be permitted on each new grave and no additional vase or pot in excess of a total of one will be permitted on any grave.   Vases must be set in the unturfed area immediately in front of the memorial stone.   Such vases shall not exceed 10” in diameter or in height, the measurement to include the base or platform on which the vase may stand.

16.
No bell glass or glass container of any kind is permitted on any grave.
17.
No new kerbs and footstones will be permitted in any Section of the Cemetery.

18.
No new memorial stone over 3’6” high or 3’ wide will be permitted in any Section of the Cemetery.

19.
No new memorial stone, which is not constructed in natural materials, will be permitted in any Section of the Cemetery.

20.
Full details and drawings of any proposed memorial inscription thereon must be submitted to the cemetery staff for approval.   No memorial or inscription shall be placed in the Cemetery without the prior approval of the Town Council.

21.
Where a grave is to be re-opened and has a memorial stone on it for a refit, the memorial stone must be removed and replaced by a qualified person on the responsibility of the owner with an anchor system showing the anchor symbol and be on a reinforced 3’x2’ flag.  

22.
When, in the opinion of the Town Council, a memorial or vase is not maintained in good repair and the proper condition, it shall be removable at the Town Council’s pleasure.

23.
After 1.9.1986 all new graves will be provided with a grave indicator of an approved design.  The Town Council will not provide any further grave indicators for existing graves which can be purchased by arrangement with cemetery staff.

24.
KERBS.   If any kerbs are left around the grave and permission is not given to the Town Council to remove them, they must be maintained by relatives.

25.
The Town Council will maintain the whole of the turfed area of the lawned sections.

26. Erection of memorial stones.

After 13th January 2006, all new graves, or vaults, where full interment had taken place, a settlement period of six months be allowed before the erection of any memorial stone.   Memorial stones over ashes urns, to be placed at the discretion of the customer, and the stonemason, and be placed horizontally in the ground.

27.     Any in parish rate must be supported by a valid entry on the electoral roll

              relating to the deceased. In relation to residents who move out of Parish, 

              a valid electoral roll entry must appear within two years preceding death.

              to qualify for in Parish rates.
