A discussion was held regarding tree cutting, working practices and a written complaint concerning excessive tributes. 
12.     TO CONSIDER ITEMS OF CORRESPONDENCE. None.

13.     TO CONSIDER PLANNING MATTERS. None. Cllr. Ms. Farmer informed members that she is vice-chair of the planning committee at DMBC and therefore will not take part in any planning discussions going forward. Noted. 
14.     TO REPORT ON POLICE MATTERS. A discussion was held regarding 

speeding vehicles, quads & motorbikes, drug dealing and the need for a police presence in the town. PC Housley clarified a number of points raised. He discussed the possibility of setting up a Community Speed Watch which has been done in other areas and confirmed that SYP have been proactively stopping vehicles on an evening that are displaying suspicious activity.
PC Housley also explained to members that SYP will not pursue motorbikes by chase as the risk is too high. 

Parking concerns were raised on Thorne Road outside the Premier shop. 

A discussion ensued regarding thefts of vehicles using machetes and it was confirmed that recent arrests have been made. 
The Clerk agreed to look at organising monthly meeting with SYP and the Town Council.

  TO CONSIDER WELFARE GROUND MATTERS. 

The Clerk reported that payments are almost up to date across board with users. It was agreed that, going forward, users be given 30 days to make payment. A reminder is to be sent following the 30 day period and if no payment is made then usage is to be suspended after 7 days. Clerk to include in writing on the invoices. Noted. 

Nothing further to report. 
(a) To discuss Classic Car Show on Recreation Ground. Cllr. D. Bowling
informed members that he would like to host a Classic Car Show on the Recreation Ground on Sunday 27th August 2023. He would like to make this a large event with entertainment, food, rides, stalls and possibly a football tournament for the children. Lots of ideas were discussed and the following was agreed: 
Permission granted to use the Recreation Ground.

£1000 to be given for the event for such as toilets, security, bins etc. 
Working Party to be formed consisting of Cllrs Mrs. A. Abbott, Mrs. S. Allsopp, D. Bowling, Mrs. L. Crosby, W.S.Q. Cook, Mrs. A. Sylvester. 

Clerk to look into insurance cover for the event and for car owners to pitch caravans on the welfare ground overnight. 

S4All and Stainforth Gala Committee to donate funds for fairground rides/bouncy castle etc.

Noted.

TO DISCUSS MAYOR’S CHARITY. The Mayor was advised that he is able to choose as many beneficiaries as he wishes provided that they have charitable status. Noted.

TO DISCUSS NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN. No update.

TO RECEIVE TOWN DEAL REPORT. No further update. A discussion took place regarding confirmation that STC do not wish to take ownership of the new Community Hub. It was confirmed that S4All will not occupy the building should STC take ownership. Members confirmed that STC will not take ownership however this is to be placed on an agenda for a minuted decision. 
20.
TO RECEIVE INPUT FROM WARD COUNCILLORS. Cllr. Farmer queried previous agreement concerning maintenance and insurance of the Miners Memorial Garden on behalf of the Miners Heritage Trust. It was confirmed that insurance is the responsibility of the Miners Heritage Trust who occupy the land and that maintenance of the garden was only agreed on 2 isolated occasions. It was noted by members that the TC solicitor is still waiting for the lease to be signed. Clerk to contact solicitor for an update. Cllr. Farmer also confirmed that she has been working with the owners of the new campsite on Oldfield Lane regarding their planning application.

TO ADOPT CO-OPTION POLICY. RESOLVED that the policy be adopted.
