Funding has been sought for the installation of 2 benches within Stainforth, a ‘talking bench’ on the canal side to be centred around Mental Health and 1 to be placed along the high street. Members agreed to revisit their plans to install 3 benches in the town and link to Shaping Stainforth for the appropriate permissions to be sought from DMBC. Considerations need to be made towards the ASB aspect of installing benches i.e vandalism etc. 

There is a possibility of some outdoor gym equipment being installed on Peacock Park and a ‘Friends Of’ group has been developed to oversee this area.
