To report on flooding on Field Road and other areas of the town. Discussion held. The Clerk confirmed that this has been reported to DMBC on several occasions. Gullies in need of clearing, mainly from straw from farming machinery. The Mayor requested that the verges and hedgerows be cut back along the road running parallel to Church Road at the back of the houses.

TO DISCUSS NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN/NDO.

TO RECEIVE INPUT FROM WARD COUNCILLORS. 
Ward Cllr. Sue Farmer reported the following:

· Right Up Your Street – a 20-minute light show would be coming to Stainforth on 23 February 2023, a volunteer chaperone would be required. 
· Funding for CCTV for New Park Estate should be available.

· A study on the New Park Estate Play area was to be carried out to make it more user friendly.
· Although the Stainforth Town Deal meeting had been cancelled; it was reported that the deadline had been hit for submitting the final projects.  The first project is to be the footbridge at the railway station.
· The wrap-around-signs around the Town provide a mass of information using a QR Code, directing users to the website.

TO DISCUSS CHRISTMAS LIGHTING 2022


Quotations are being obtained by the Clerk for a number of lighting braids throughout the town.  The Clerk reported that permits are being awaited from DMBC and that electrical infrastructure will need installing into the columns. A discussion was held and it was RESOLVED that the Clerk make arrangements for all of the above to be done. Clerk to update members accordingly.

TO AGREE ON A FIRST AID TRAINING PROVIDER FOR STAFF.

It was agreed that the Clerk arrange training with a suitable training provider (St. John Ambulance, Red Cross etc).

PRESENTATION FROM SHAPING STAINFORTH.

Representatives from Shaping Stainforth (part of Well Doncaster) addressed the meeting and gave a presentation about their work. A report on the history and progress of the project was given, focusing on the positive effects of the mental health within the Community and encouraging the community to work together and then stand for themselves.  Funding is in place for 3 years at present which includes the cost of two apprentices which have now been employed.  It was reported that they had been communicating with residents and were in the process of producing a booklet summarising recent events and further plans. The assistance of members was requested in spreading the word of the project throughout the town. Noted.

MRS L. NEHLS – COMPLAINT AGAINST A COUNCILLOR. RESOLVED that press & public be excluded, Public Bodies (admission to meetings) Act 1960. A discussion was held. No resolution. Mrs. Nehls was therefore advised to contact the Monitoring Officer at DMBC should she wish to take her complaint further.
