TO RECEIVE INPUT FROM WARD COUNCILLORS. Not in attendance, apologies received from Sue Farmer.

TO DISCUSS 2022 GALA. 

The Clerk informed members that in September 2021 at the Town Council meeting it was agreed for a gala to be organised by Cllr. Mrs. A. Sylvester and to take place in 2022. A budget of £5000 has been put in place for this. It was confirmed that so far no money has been raised towards this year’s gala. Cllr. Keegan pointed out a number of issues including transparency, value for money and the legalities for 1 councillor to run/arrange a gala individually. He noted that STC have never funded a gala until last year and the money has always been raised and the gala arranged by Stainforth Gala Committee with sponsors. 

It was noted that DMBC are holding a gala on East Lane park on 13th August. 


A lengthy and heated discussion was held resulting in Cllr. Mrs. J. Keegan and K. Keegan leaving the meeting. 


Following this a vote was held for the gala to go ahead with a budget of £5000.00 maximum spend. All in favour. 


A working group was created to organise the event consisting of the following councillors:

TO DISCUSS HOUSING ALLOCATIONS WITH ST LEGER HOMES – REPRESENTATIVES TO ATTEND. Alison Rayner, Area Housing Manager at St. Leger Homes was introduced to members and addressed concerns with housing allocations and issues with problem tenants. A lengthy discussion took place surrounding these topics. Alison explained the banding requirements and how housing is awarded. 


It was noted that homeless levels are the highest they have been on record and there has been a 72% increase in platinum housing banding. 

Alison explained the process if tenants are causing problems in the area and resulting in ASB. 


It was explained that currently there is not enough social housing and that St Leger Homes are working alongside private landlords to house those in need. 


It was noted that any specific concerns regarding individual properties can be reported through the Clerk who will pass this on to St Leger Homes for investigation.

Cllr. Marshall requested that sine consideration be given to Stainforth when allocating housing for known problem families and Alison confirmed that housing is allocated based on needs and other considerations only. 


Alison Rayner left the meeting at 6:45pm.
